Ideas on what to do with your spare time:

1. If you feel like going to the beach:
take a bus to TANGA, from there take a bus to "Peponi resort".
From their site http://www.peponiresort.com/ :
”The road from Tanga to Pangani is untarred but reasonable. You will find the sign for Peponi on the left, some 30 kilometres out of Tanga. The resort is about 500 metres from the road. There is a regular bus service from the main towns to Tanga, and also from Tanga to Pangani.”
There are a number of busses going every day from Moshi/Arusha to Tonga (6 hours, Ngorika bus company).
The resort itself is camping site, quite nice, quiet - on the beach, white tourists. good sea food, not too pricey.

2. If you feel like seeing animals:
ask about "Arusha National park" : it is near by, its a park you can see in a day and get to see many animals.

3. If you feel like seeing the country and a bit more nature - take a bus to "Same" (pronounced with samech with kamatz and mem with segol) and from there go to the "Pare" mountains (Pare pronounced the same as Same). Even Same itself is cool, a small village with not too many tourists, nice people, cheap good "amami" food. In the Pare we did a short hike in a forest, getting to a lake, but the nice experience was where we camped. Its a place called "Tona Lodge" in a little village called "Mbaga Manka". It was a nightmare to get there with public transportation, see if you can hire a jeep driver up the village.
The man who owns it is mr. Kim (Elly Kimbwereza), this is his email: tona_lodge@hotmail.com but don't count on getting a response fast...(maybe he is in Arusha and he can take you there).
We even planted a tree when we were there.
It may take you one day from Moshi to this village, next day go hiking around Mbaga Manka, last day you can walk down from the village back to the "country" (instead of transportation) and go to the airport.

4. DONT go to Usambara mountains - it is boring and touristic. The Pare are much nicer.
